Call to Order – President Tabatha McAlister called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m. by establishing a quorum and welcoming the board to the meeting.  Tamy Garofano presented the minutes for review; hearing no changes, the minutes were accepted as written.
Elected Officers

President – Tabatha McAllister reported that she represented SCASFAA during the SASFAA Conference.  President McAllister mentioned that SASFAA 2009 would be held in Myrtle Beach, SC, at the Sheraton and that a booth promoting the conference was set up during the 2008 SASFAA conference.  She mentioned that SCASFAA is responsible for local arrangements next year and should budget at least $16,000 for local arrangements.
President-Elect - Special Projects - Jeff Dennis mentioned that the Transitional Board Meeting was scheduled for June 23-24, 2008.  The meeting will begin at 10:00 a.m. on Monday and will conclude at noon on Tuesday.
Vice President - Professional Development - Bridget Blackwell stated that  the Professional Development Committee provided an array of training and workshops throughout the year.  The committee provided quality workshops/trainings at different locations in Columbia, SC.

The Leadership Symposium was held at the Columbia Metropolitan Convention Center.  Kochie Richardson Vaughn presented and there were 47 attendees.
The Professional Development workshop was held at the History and Archives Center.  Pat Woods from TG presented and there were 28 attendees.

Tamy stated that during an e-mail vote on March 25, 2008, a motion was made to revise policy 100.2.  Jeff Dennis made a motion to remove the requirement of the size of the plaque from the policy.  The motion was seconded by Bridget Blackwell.  The Board approved this motion by a 6-0 vote via e-mail.

Tamy stated that updated versions of both Policies and Procedures Manual and By-Laws will be provided to Joey Derrick for posting on the web.  Membership will be notified when the updates have been posted.
Treasurer- Budget - Treasurer Peachey stated that one budget line item – 209 Miscellaneous exceeded overage by 10% and requires board approval.  Cindy explained that the nature of the expenses were due largely in part to the booth for the SASFAA conference.  Jeff Dennis made a motion to increase “Miscellaneous” line item up to current expense.  The motion was seconded by Tamy Garofano.  The motion carried.
Cindy provided statistics on spring conference attendees and reported that 177 people had registered for the conference and the budget was set at 170 attendees.
There was discussion on the name and address listed on the checking account as well as SCASFAA’s permanent address.  Chuck Sanders recommended that this be changed from the South Carolina Student Loan Corporation based on today’s environment.  Tabatha McAllister suggested using USC-Regional Campuses address as the permanent address of SCASFAA.  Jeff Dennis made a motion to accept offer for the permanent address of SCASFAA to be USC-Regional Campuses, 1600 Hampton Street Annex, Suite 25, Columbia, SC 29208 and will be updated in the Policies and Procedures in “General” as the permanent address.  Kimberly White-Grimes seconded motion.  After unanimous approval of the board, the motion carried.  Cindy Peachey will handle the official change of the checking account.
Member-at-Large – Membership - Kimberly White-Grimes reported that 20 new members were added since the last report to the board and each new member received his/her gift from SCASFAA.  Kimberly provided the following membership statistics as of April 18, 2008:

Standing Committee Reports 
Fall Program - Kisha Dawkins provided her final report to the board in January and had no new information to present.
Spring Program - Caroline Thornton mentioned that her report (the Conference Program) is in the packet.  Caroline mentioned the details of the conference and thanked her committee for planning an excellent conference.
Vendor/ Sponsor – Bob Godfrey stated that based upon the discussion and decisions of the board during this meeting, revised Policies and Procedures will be provided during the Transitional Board Meeting.  Bob provided a list of sponsors and the current rates for vending and advertising.

$1500 to vend at both conferences

$600/full page, $400/half page, $300/quarter page to place an ad in three issues of the Newsletter
Individual ad prices are $225/full page, $150/half page, $125/quarter page
Banner ads $800
Tabatha McAllister polled other state President’s in SASFAA concerning refund policies.  Many states are experiencing a significant loss in revenue and are not providing refunds.  Tabatha stated that SCASFAA needs to have a refund policy in writing.
Jeff Dennis stated that he feels action needs to be taken now and not wait until the Transition Board meeting in June.  Jeff discussed the idea of bundling sponsorship together especially in preparation for having one conference.  After detailed discussion, Jeff Dennis made a motion to do a bundle package of support in the amount of $2000 for 2008-2009, to include vending at both conferences, an ad in each newsletter and a banner ad.  Kimberly White-Grimes seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 4-0 vote with Tamy Garofano abstaining from voting.
Electronic Services - Joey Derrick provided the goals for the 2007-2008 year: Support the web-based initiatives of the Officers, Committee Chairs, and membership; Provide information regarding current functions as outlined in the current contract, and cost detail surrounding the launch and continuing maintenance of the site; Provide tools and information to incoming Officers and Committee Chairs regarding functionalities available within the SCASFAA website, specific to the position and committee; Move from a startup phase to a maintenance and enhancement phase; Pursue the launch of the online sponsorship module; and, Investigate ways of providing more end-user functionality for those areas that currently do not have such an interface, such as the Peer Support Network listing.

Joey reported the completed projects since January’s board meeting as follows:  Spring 2008 newsletter posted; Leadership Symposium and Professional Development Workshop information posted; Spring 2008 Conference web pages posted, included launch of online registration; Online voting launched; and, Preparations made for clearing 2007-2008 volunteer information and updating volunteer choices.

Joey stated that he would like to have a 12-month planning calendar as it relates to Electronic Services.  Glenn Shumpert expressed concern for posting messages through the listserv function.  Joey stated that Office 2007 file types should be supported.  As some members are still experiencing difficulty, Joey will discuss with ATAC and report any new information during the next board meeting.
Research Committee– Earl Mayo presented a written report detailing the Research Committee’s assignments for 2007-2008.  The committee completed the first project assigned and as a result, three new awards were created and approved by the board.  These awards will be presented during the spring conference.
The second project assigned was to review the SASFAA procedures for Site Selection, compare them to what SCASFAA currently does, and, if appropriate, recommend any needed changes to SCASFAA’s procedures for Site Selection.  After much discussion and review of the committee’s recommendations, it was decided this item would be moved from an Action Item to a Discussion Item to give the board a chance to review the materials provided by the committee.  This topic will be addressed during the Transitional Board Meeting.
Legislative Relations Committee and Lender Liaison – Glenn Shumpert and Chuck Sanders combined their reports as many of the issues overlap into both areas.  Glenn provided updates on many of the federal issues presenting in the industry.  Glenn also discussed issues on the state level.
Chuck Sanders provided an update on issues within the lending industry.  He reported the difficulty for lenders to secure funding and lenders exiting the lending industry.  Chuck reported this is the most difficult time he has seen hit the educational loan industry.

Counselor Relations - Regina Smith reported that the winter edition of “F.A.C.E. the Facts” was sent to SC guidance counselors during Financial Aid Awareness Month (February).  The committee did receive the Governor’s Proclamation designating February as Financial Aid Awareness Month. Committee members assisted the Consumer Relations Committee with the “College Goal Sunday” on Saturday event.  SCASFAA will not be offering the Guidance Counselor Summer Internship Program in 2008.
