Vice President - Professional Development - - Bridget Blackwell mentioned that the Professional Development Committee provided quality workshops/trainings at different locations in Columbia, SC.  The Leadership Symposium was held at the Columbia Metropolitan Convention Center.  Kochie Richardson Vaughn presented and there were 47 attendees.  The Professional Development workshop was held at the History and Archives Center.  Pat Woods from TG presented and there were 28 attendees.

Long Range Planning – Kim Jenerette stated that the Long Range Plan was under review and the committee would be making recommendations to the board during the transition meeting.  
Fall Program - Kisha Dawkins stated that the conference was held October 7-9, 2007 in Columbia.  She reported 185 were in attendance. 

Vendor/Sponsors - Bob Godfrey reported that 21 vendors were at the conference.  Bob also stated that year began with much uncertainty for sponsorship; however, the year was successful based on the level of support shown.  
Site Selection (2009-2010) – Jackie Bell reported that the board approved holding a single annual conference beginning 2009-2010.  The conference will be held at Embassy Suites, Kingston Plantation – Myrtle Beach, April 9-14, 2010.  
Electronic Services – Joey Derrick stated that this was the first full year that SCASFAA has used ATAC, a third party servicer, for website functionality.   
Advisory Committee to CHE – Sandra Davis stated that the committee has been hard at work this year.  She reported that the committee has worked very closely with CHE this year.  
Research Committee – Earl Mayo stated that 2 research projects were assigned to the committee this year – 1) new awards and 2) Site Selection.  He mentioned that this conference recognized the first recipients of the three new awards created, Fearless Nine Award – Marvin Carmichael; Emerging Leader – Missy Lutz; and, the Quarter Century Members had 25 recipients this year.  

The committee worked on revising Site Selection materials.  The board will review the recommendations and make a decision during the June meeting.    

Peer Support - Gus Kitchen stated the website was not updated but hopes to have this completed by transition.  

Legislative Relations – Glenn Shumpert provided a detailed report on the TEACH Grant; issues in lending industry; and issues in the House and Senate.  Glenn encouraged everyone to communicate with state and legislative officials as much as possible.  
Consumer Relations – Meg Hurt thanked the sites and site coordinators for working on behalf of College Goal Sunday.  She reported that as soon as evaluation results are received, she will communicate with the board and membership.
