Point of contact – HS guidance counselor or a church member, etc.
Rehearse – practice, practice, practice; use a mirror; trust a colleague
Entice – tease audience with $$ and/or scholarships

Presentation – perfect, professional, prepared

Audience – parents, students, counselors? How many to expect?

Remember – you know more than they do, be confident and relax
Audio/Visual needs – be prepared; laptop, projector, screen, handouts
Theme – add school mascot to PowerPoint slides, add some humor
Informative – provide information, but not too wordy
Outcome – know your objective and reach your goal
Navigate – look around, smile and leave time for Q & A
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
